o u te r  a c tiv ity  o f y o u r  L ife an d  w o rk  m ay  be.

T he A ction  o f th e  L aw  of y o u r  Being is: W h a t­
ever y o u r a tte n tio n  is on you  connec t w ith  and  
b rin g  in to  y o u r w o rld , as su re ly  as if  you  th re w  
a lasso a ro u n d  i t  an d  began  p u llin g  i t  to  you.

T h ere  is a tw o -fo ld  a c tiv ity  an d  responsib ility  
in  everyone’s L ife. T he  firs t, is to  h im self an d  to  
his w o rld  in d iv idua lly . T he second is to  those 
w hom  he con tac ts. For in s tan ce ; w h a tev e r w e le t 
o u r  a tte n tio n  connect w ith , th a t  w e m ust c a r ry  
w ith  its a c tiv ity  in to  o u r  ow n in d iv id u a l L ife an d  
w orld .

W hen  w e tu r n  the  a tte n tio n  o f o thers  to  c e r­
ta in  th ings o r activ ities, w e becom e responsible 
fo r  th e  reac tio n  o f th e  o th e r  in d iv id u a l to  them . 
W h atev e r resu lts  th ey  b rin g  to  th e  o th e r person, 
w e too m u st experience because w e w ere  th e  open 
door th ro u g h  w h ich  th ey  en tered .

H ere  comes the  action  o f th e  G re a t L aw : I f  w e 
tu r n  th e  a tte n tio n  of someone to  a d e stru c tiv e  
a c tiv ity  an d  th a t  one accepts i t  o r does n o t e x e r t 
e ffo rt enough to  resist its  a c tiv ity , th e n  if  th e  p e r­
son be sw ep t in to  th e  d o w n w ard  p a th  th e  m ain  
responsib ility  is ours. T he reason th is  is so v e ry  
im p o rtan t is, th a t  i t  on ly  takes one w av e  o f v ib ra -
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tion  to  tu r n  an  in d iv id u a l in to  th e  d o w n w ard  
p a th . I f  th a t  one be asp iring  to  P erfec tio n  an d  
someone sudden ly  tu rn s  his a tte n tio n  to  a  d e s tru c ­
tiv e  a c tiv ity , i t  m any  tim es happens th a t  th e  p e r­
son needed ju s t  one m ore w ave of energy  in  de­
siring  P erfec tion , to  have  released th e  s tre n g th  
fro m  the  Presence w h ich  w o u ld  have  ta k en  him  
in to  th e  fu ll  accom plishm ent o f his V ic to ry . I f  
w e in te rfe re  w ith  his a tte n tio n  in  such  a case, 
th en  w e become la rg e ly  responsible fo r his fa ilu re  
to  go h ig h e r a t  th a t  tim e.

I t  is th e  L aw  of L ife, th a t :  i f  w e a re  th e  c h an ­
nels th ro u g h  w hom  someone else is tu rn e d  to  the  
d e stru c tiv e  p a th , th en  w e m u st w o rk  w ith  th a t  
one, to  b rin g  h im  back  to  the  p o in t w here  he w as, 
w hen  w e tu rn e d  h im  aside.

T herefo re , in  a ll G roup  A ctiv ities, as G roup  
Leaders, you  should  see how  g re a t is y o u r p r iv ­
ilege to  po in t ind iv idua ls  to  the  heigh ts o f th e  A s­
cended M asters’ G lo ry  an d  Ascension, th ro u g h  
tu rn in g  th e ir  a tte n tio n  to  th e ir  ow n "M ig h ty  I 
AM Presence.”  T h erefo re , never fa il in  y o u r g ro u p  
m eetings, to  call w ith  all the  in ten sity  of y o u r 
Beings to  the  "M ig h ty  I AM Presence” to  fo rg ive 
all h u m an  m istakes o f all m an k in d — p ast an d  
p resen t— an d  claim  everyone in to  th e  Service of 
th e  L igh t, regardless o f all m istakes.

In  th is w ay , each one w ill be calling  all in d i­
v iduals in to  th e  P a th w a y  of L igh t and  g iv ing  help 
enmasse th a t  cou ld  n o t possibly be g iven o th e r­
wise. This p a r tic u la r  Service to  th e  G re a t L aw  is 
so g igan tic , th a t  w e can n o t overestim ate  Its  im ­
p o rtan ce  and  all, w ho  w ill do th is in  th e ir  g ro u p  
activ ities, w ill also receive a trem endous release 
in  th e ir  ow n efforts fo r  Freedom .
